Play Area Maintenance 

Thanks to Alan, Jim, Damian and Ron for help with the maintenance. Clare and Christine completed some painting on a few areas that had seen heavy use over the summer. The stain went on well and was easy to apply. Bev and Lucy cleared some of the Woodland walk. Leaves were a problem for a while but some were removed and others blew away which has meant the new surfaces have stayed clear of the usual winter mulch. We were going to meet on December the 5th to do some maintenance and plan the work needed for the Woodland Walk. Bev put together a working party to help us but we have postponed this due to weather and Covid rules. 
Parking and traffic

Concern has been expressed about the speed of the traffic in the area, the parking that blocks views up and down the road, the parking on Duck Lane which leads to children running out from between cars. The committee resolved to ask the Parish Council for two solar powered slow down signs that light up as a car approaches. The improved community car park outside the pub should also help the situation. Karen made the point that things will improve when Covid restrictions end and the Brill play park is finished. The PC has given approval for three conventional signs and some no parking signs to improve the situation. These are being ordered.
Dogs

The situation with dogs on the play area has improved but there are some persistent offenders who live locally. Bev and Paul will provide the health and safety dog signs again in the Spring as the current ones have deteriorated.

Helena has completed the new information sign and the PC has approved it. They have asked if we could get quotes now for manufacture of it. This is in hand. Other signs to improve safety were discussed. See above.
Play area regulations under lockdown and cleaning
All Covid signage is in good order. The winter cleaning rota is in place but there has been so much rain that the cleaning has been unnecessary. The play park was allowed to stay open during the second lock down. Winter use is lower than Summer and also the pub has been closed so the required distancing has been easily achieved.
