LUDGERSHALL FISHING CLUB
Rules and Regulations
1.   Private fishing for village residents and permit holders only. 
2.   Permits to be available for spot inspection. Permits are available from the Parish Council Clerk or Secretary of the fishing club.

3.   Children under 10 years of age must be accompanied by an adult.
4.   Fishing is only allowed between dawn and dusk.
5.   Left over bait is to be taken home and not deposited in the vicinity of the pond.
6.   No lighting of fires or littering. Members found leaving litter will be banned for one month.

7.   No keepnets are allowed (except during organised matches).
8.   All members should act as Bailiffs.
9.   No bad language (swearing).
10.   Members and permit holders must have a current National Rod License.
11.   The Committee reserve the right to terminate membership.
12.   Only barbless hooks should be used.
13.   Visiting groups of anglers will be allowed at the discretion of the Committee and subject to there always being at least two spaces left for members.

14.   Permit holders may park temporarily on The Green whilst fishing. Vehicles must not block residents’ access across The Green.

15.   No parking on boggy areas during periods of heavy rain.
